1. Conduct a local emissions inventory and
forecast of greenhouse gas emissions.
2. Develop an emissions reduction target.
3. Prepare an action plan to achieve the target.
4. Implement the approved action plan.
5. Evaluate, monitor and review progress in
meeting the stated targets.
